This report provides parents, caregivers and the wider Safety Bay 
community with information about our school, its programmes and the 
performance of our students in the 2015 school year. 
 
Our school is a highly effective school. We have hard working 
professional teachers and support staff  who work together as a team 
to meet the academic, physical, creative, social and emotional needs 
of all students in our care.  
 
In 2015 student enrolment numbers continued to increase throughout 
the year.  This year we operated four pre-primary classes (101 
students) and four kindergarten classes (80 students).  Increasing 
enrolment trends over the past four years clearly indicate that Safety 
Bay Primary School is the school of choice in the local area. 
 
During 2015 the school worked alongside the Safety Bay Community 
to make progress toward the achievement of many of our shared 
goals.  The P&C Association along with the School Council, worked 
together to support a range of initiatives, including our outstanding 
Physical Education program, our very successful cultural programs of 
Music, Visual Arts and Dance as well as the annual Year 6 camp to 
Bridgetown. 
 
The P&C supported the Visual Arts Program by purchasing canvases 
for the students to prepare an art piece depicting the local coastal 
environment. A display was held in the Rockingham Art Centre for the 
school community to see. 
 
We have also further developed the buildings and grounds through 
the upgrading of our demountable classrooms, which were painted, 
received new pin up boards and blinds.   
 
I acknowledge the hard work of staff, parents, caregivers and many 
community volunteers in the educational journey of our students in

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OUR SCHOOL 

Safety Bay Primary School is public school that caters for approximately 720 
students from Kindergarten through to Year 6.  The school is located in the 
South Metropolitan Education Region, within the City of Rockingham, 
approximately 45kms south of Perth.  A Learning Support Class taught by a 
specialist teacher is also on site.  
 

Since first opening its doors at the Safety Bay Yacht Club in 1942 with 14 
students, Safety Bay Primary School has enjoyed a strong and successful 
partnership with the local community. From these origins a strong relationship 
has been built through the attendance of successive generations of family 
members at our school. 
 

In 2009 the old Safety Bay Primary School was replaced by a new state of the 
art school with twenty first century facilities. Together with members of the 
Safety Bay community, we bid a fond farewell to the old Safety Bay Primary 
School in April 2009.  Parents, students and teachers both past and present 
joined in a day of celebration and remembering as they said goodbye to an 
icon of the Safety Bay community.  A smoking ceremony was held to 
acknowledge the past and present owners of the land ï the Noongar people. 
 

The school boasts purpose built rooms that provide opportunities for the 
students to achieve outcomes from the Arts Learning Area through specialist 
teachers in Music, Visual Arts and Dance.  
 
The large enclosed undercover area, oval, basketball courts, practice nets and 
cricket wicket provide opportunities for the students to learn and refine a range 
of sporting skills under the guidance of a Physical Education Specialist 
Teacher. This can be seen with the school experiencing whole school success 
in a number of Interschool school events. We receive many positive 
comments about the students regarding their outstanding presentation, 
(uniform) and behaviour, (sportsmanship and attitude). 
 
 

Students also have the opportunity to learn to speak Indonesian under the 
guidance of Languages Other than English (LOTE) specialist teacher. 
 
The school has state of the art Information Communication Technology (ICT) 
facilities that provide access to wireless networked computers across the 
school. All students have access to computers, laptops and interactive 
whiteboards in their classrooms and in their learning blocks. Access for all 
students has been further enhanced through the purchase of iPads for 
teachers to use in small group work. 
 

A school gardening program has been developed through the hard work of 
Environmental committee. The beds were prepared by students under the 
guidance of classroom teachers and various crops were planted and 
harvested, some being sold to our school community. Classes also used the 
crops to prepare meals as a way of experiencing the whole process. 
 
Our KidsMatter committee, in conjunction with our P&C, built a shed as a part 
of the Safety Bay Playground Project. Based on the idea of children being 
provided a variety of materials to use their imagination through play, the 
school received a large number of items through generous donations. The 
program was targeted at students in Years 1 and 2 and allowed children to 
explore their imaginations during recess and lunch using cardboard boxes, 
ropes, plastic crates, buckets, polly piping, large mats and tarpaulins. 
 
It is hoped to expand the program even further during 2016 by developing a 
nature play type space in the junior primary area.

OUR SCHOOL 

 

Our Visual Arts program utilises our purpose built art and kiln rooms was 
introduced in 2010.  During this year, in collaboration with the P&C, every 
student in the school produced a piece of canvas art work to be displayed at 
the local Art Studio. Parents were invited to view their childôs piece of art and 
purchase it if they wished as a fundraising activity. The quality and standard of 
the work was outstanding and the event was extremely successful. 

 

Our school Music program continues to be enjoyed by all students in years 1 ï 
6.  Our Music Specialist Teacher works from the purpose built Music room that 
conveniently opens out onto the enclosed undercover area. This year, two 
choirs were introduced and performed at events both at school and cultural 
events in the broader community. 
 
It is hoped that this can be further expanded during 2016, giving the children 
the opportunity to perform in front of large audiences in and around the 
community. 
 
The schools Dance program involves students in Years 4 to 6. They 
undertake a number of routines and parents were invited to view 
performances at school. We hope to build closer links to Safety Bay Senior 
High School as a pathway for interested students. Visits from the high school 
to perform to our students are planned for 2016. 
 

Our Learning Support Class (LSC) runs an inclusive program that caters for 
students with a diverse range of learning needs.  These students work in the 
LSC in the mornings and join their mainstream class in the afternoon.  The 
model enables integration for all students so that they can fully participate in 
all programs offered at our school. 
 
Utilising the skills of our highly trained and experienced Education Assistants, 
the school also provides two reading programs targeting students who need 
some extra support in this area. Our MiniLit (Early Years) and MultiLit (Middle 
Years) programs provide students with some confidence and skills with 
reading. This is making a big difference to our reading levels across the 
school. 
 

A growing number of our students come from non-English speaking 
backgrounds.  Families who have relocated from the United Kingdom, South 
Africa, India, New Zealand, Africa and Tonga have recently enrolled at our 
school.  We also welcome a number of students who relocate with their 
parents who are part of the Defence forces based at Garden Island.

At Safety Bay Primary School, our logo states, óChildren Firstô and in line with 
our 5 core values; Relationships, Reflection, Resilience, Respect and 
Responsibility, we believe, as does Wilson that there are 3 key things critical to 
learning (need ALL 3 things):

LITERACY 

On school development days and afterschool meetings in term 2, the staff 
undertook professional learning for Guided Reading and Guided Writing.  This 
was conducted by Margaret Menner, who is an expert in this field.  We joined 
with Bungaree Primary School to undertake the Writing Professional Learning 
and it was a chance for staff from two local schools to work together.  The 
professional learning has now provided us with a whole school approach to 
Guided Reading in our school.  Research demonstrates that this is the most 
effective way to teach reading strategies and comprehension skills.  
 
Feedback from staff at school indicated that our home reading books needed 
updating.  Although we could not replace them all, we could certainly add new 
and interesting books to promote a love of reading.  The Literacy Committee 
met with several book companies over a term and came up with a selection of 
new books.  During Term 4, Mrs Brett and Mrs Kinnest commenced covering 
the new books.  It would have been an arduous task if they didnôt have the 
support of Lisa Rendell, Bernice Shepherd, Susan Roberts, Kelly Clark and 
Joy Mikulandra in 2015.   
 
This yearôs book week was celebrated with an incursion and a character dress 
up day.  The incursion was óShine a lightô was a performance by Perform 
Educational Musicals.  The theme was ñBooks Light up our Worldò which is a 
reminder of how children can learn, be inspired and become part of a story. 
Dress up days creates a vibrant feel around the school the students enjoyed 
the opportunity to play the part of their favourite book character.

 NUMERACY 

What did we do? 
 

¶ At the beginning of 2015 we implemented the EnVision Mathematics Program at Safety Bay in all classrooms 
from Pre-primary to Year 6. The main purpose of this action was to equip our students with the necessary 
skills to tackle the new curriculum in mathematics as the EnVision program was developed in line with the 
Australian Curriculum. The content within the EnVision program is at a more challenging level than our 
children are perhaps accustomed to and for some of our children the EnVision program is aspirational. 
Ongoing use of the EnVision Mathematics Program will enable students to develop the necessary skill to 
meet the learning expectations of the Australian Curriculum. 

¶  In Phase of Learning groups, teachers planned and developed a Scope and Sequence with term overviews 
based on the envision MATHS program. 

¶ Teachers work collaboratively to set Common Assessment Tasks and to moderate student work samples to 
ensure consistency of learning outcomes and grade assessments. 

¶ Teachers monitored student learning outcomes through assigning moderated grades and PAT Maths online 
testing.  The information gathered was used to inform teacher planning and IEP development for 2016. 

¶ Introduced an intervention program for Year 2, 5 and 6. 

¶ Key leaders engaged in Numeracy Focus Meetings within the Peron North Network of schools.  The purpose 
of these meetings is to engage with other school in our network to share ideas and resources. 

¶  Chantelle Cook, consultant with the Improving Literacy and Numeracy Program, met with the Numeracy 
Committee to discuss a program of Professional Learning for teachers in 2016 with a particular focus on 
Mental Maths. 

 
What are the Next Steps?  
 

¶ Continue enVision Mathematics as a core teaching strategy in all classrooms Pre Primary to Year 6 

¶ Continued focus in Numeracy where the emphasis will be on differentiation and teacher moderation of 
student work samples. 

¶ Continue to strive to increase the number of students performing in the upper bands in NAPLAN testing.  

¶ Year level teams defining maths learning goals as a team with a commitment to sharing differentiated 
pedagogies, Common Assessment Tasks and moderating student work samples  

¶ All teachers participate in professional learning with the intent of utilising key strategies in daily numeracy 
blocks including mental computation and differentiation. 

¶ Continue to implement a Maths intervention program in Years 2 to 6.  

¶ Induct new teachers through mentoring, professional learning, teamwork and peer to peer observation. 

¶ Numeracy Committee engaged in professional learning; Leading Numeracy Improvement Modules 1 and 2 
and enVision Mathematics.
